ISI stands for Ice Skating Institute. 1Sl is a worldwide recreational ice
skating test program. The ISI program allows skaters of all ages and
abilities to advance through various skill levels at their own pace.

PRCE Skating School Testing

The instructors will record a skater’s progress on a skills sheet. Once
a skater has mastered the required skills, the Testing Instructor will
evaluate the skater. Upon successful completion of the test a skater
may choose to purchase an embroidered patch. The cost of the
patch is $4.00. If you have any questions, we invite you to talk to the
instructors or call the PRCE office at 587-2975.

ISI Skill Requirements: (Tots-Delta)

Tot 1. proper way to fall, proper way to get up, marching in standing
position, marching while moving.

Tot 2: two-foot jump in place, forward swizzle standing still, single
swizzle, beginning two-foot glide.

Tot 3: push and glide stroking, preparation for snowplow stop, dip,
forward swizzle.

Tot 4: T-position and push right/left, backward swizzle, two-foot or
one-foot snowplow stop, backward wiggle.

Pre-alpha: Two-foot glide, one-foot glide R/L, forward swizzle,
backward wiggle, backward swizzle.

Alpha: Forward stroking, forward crossovers (R over L, L over R),
one foot snowplow stop.

Beta: Backward stroking, backward crossover (R over L, L over R), T-
stop (R/ L outside edge).

Gamma: (R/L) forward outside three turn -one foot turn, (R/L) forward
inside open mohawk combination, hockey stop.

Delta: (R/L) forward inside three turn - one foot turn, forward outside
edges, forward inside edges, choice of one: shoot the duck or lunge,
bunny hop.

Skaters should wear mittens/gloves to protect their hands from the
ice and cold...Skaters are encouraged to attend open skating
throughout the season.
